WHEREAS, in November of 1989, the voters of the Town approved a referendum
allocating five million dollars for the purchase of land and other interests in land for conservation

purposes, known as the East Hampton Open Space Program; and

recommendations on parcels for acquisition, known as the Open Space Committee; and

WHEREAS, the Open Space Committee recommended acquisition of 21.188 acres owned
by John Leonard and West Hill Properties, further identified as SCTM #0300-155-1-17, 29; and

WHEREAS, the Town Board agreed to offer Mr. Leonard and West Hill Properties
$225,000.00 for said property; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Leonard has accepted said offer, now, therefore, be it

RESOLVED, that the Supervisor is hereby authorized to execute a contract, subject to the
approval of the Town Attorney, and to take all steps necessary to acquire the above referenced
property pursuant to the terms described above, and, be it further

RESOLVED, that said acquisition shall be considered a bargain sale pursuant to the Internal
Revenue Code and the Town will make every effort to consummate the acquisition by March 31,
1993; and, be it further
